I. STATE OF THE ART


A. Definition:
There seems to be three  categories of definition of ‘genocide:” (There are a great number of academic and scholarly debates over whether specific instances are ‘genocidal’ in nature or in law, but I could not find lists that provide a range of definitions or matrix of types.)

(1) a specific language limited definition as found in the UN Documents, and 

(2) an legally implied definition that relies  on the term ‘as such’ in the Genocide Convention’ and 

(3) the political use of the term that may apply to any contravention of human rights by a government or a people, intentionally or unintentionally. 

In category (1), using the specific legal definition of genocide, there are a limited number of cases: the Holocaust, the Armenian, the American indigenous peoples, the Kurds, Tutsi/ Hutu,  the Montagnards, and others.  In category 2, that includes political geno-cides (basically a contradiction but indicating those groups that are not necessarily identified by ethnicity or being a ‘people’ but are victimzed ‘as such.’) Cambodia, Georgia, Ukraine, Tibet, and others are illustrative. The last category is a hodge-podge of abortion /pro-lifers, anti-MNCs, Bosniacs, Sudanese Christians, and others.  The major issue is the rigidity and exclusivity of the categories. Some authors define genocide rather strictly - and use definition #1, others are more pro-active and use definitions 2 and 3.


Basically there are four constituent features:

B. Emphasis
Three frameworks are used:

(1) the nature of the victimizer

(2) the nature of the victim

(3) the relationship between victimizer and victim


C. Reasons for doing research on genocide:
(1) moral, ethical, religious

(2) legal

(3) political

(4) journalistic

(5) academic/ scholarly

Each of these was reflected in the publication, communication, and policy agenda of the researchers. Surprisingly little was generated by the academic/ scholarly community that was not tied to a religious group. None of the groups surveyed seemed ‘objectively distanced;’ most included a self-conscious statement that objectivity in these cases was a-moral or unethical.

D. Important points

(1) There is every indication that mass murders and genocides have been a consistent feature of human life since prehistoric times. If this is true, then the ‘state’ may or may not be the primary factor in the explanation of genocides. (Historical genocides indicate the use of terror, surprise, symbolism, unusually horrific forms of violence, the killing of ‘civilians,’ multilation of the human body, and mass burials.)

(2) There may be a number of direct or imputed ‘rationale’ for genocide. The violence itself has a unique configuration, however. It seems to take on a momentum of its own: killing becomes a good. The major imputed difference between genocide and war is that war is supposed to have a desired end.  The ‘ends’ of genocide seem to defy rational calculation.

(3) Genocides are never a “surprise” : there have been, especially in the area concerned, instances of genocidal violence which were not effectively countered.  In fact, they are given a kind of support -- by neighboring states, regional actors, international players.  The LACK of effective prevention indicates to the perpetrators that they are free to do as they choose and to the ‘victims, that there is no point to resistance.

(4) One of the most useful avenues of research may be to find specialized military units responsible for genocides. The material (as attached) on the Turkish Special Units (which were Kurdish-led units) responsible for the overwhelming nature of the Armenian genocide is illustrative.  The importance is that these units have tacit governmental approval and public support for their activities. This makes their activities ‘risk-free.’ This research would have to be undertaken with some discretion. My suggestion would be to use DIA or retired military people who know in-country military activities. The academic community doesn’t have good access re this subject. 


D. Discoveries

(1) There is a loose, informal  association of genocide scholars - all in eMail contact with each other . (2) The book recently published by Rudi Rummel (U of Hawaii) is getting pretty good review. I have not been able to obtain it but will continue to try to do so.

(3) IF lists of genocides are in existence, they are close-hold by governments who are not likely to share openly because of the political ramfications.

(4) Most people who do genocide studies also work on ethnic conflict/ ethnic cleansing. The research overlaps as in a continuum. Genocide is only one of a long list of human violations.

 II. LEGAL, MORAL, MILITARY INSTRUMENTS (see attached documents)


(A)  Nuremberg Principles, recognized in the Charter of the Nuremberg Tribunal and the Judgment of the Tribunal, identified as crimes punishable under national law: crimes against peace, war crimes, and crimes against humanity.... Crimes Against Humanity are defined as: “murder, extermination, enslavement, deportation, and other inhumane acts committed against any civilian population, before or during the war, or persecutions on political, religious or racial grounds in the execution of or in connection with any crime within the jurisdiction of the Tribunal, whether or not in violation of the domestic law of the country where perpetrated.”

(B) United Nations General Assembly Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide on December 9, 1948

(G)enocide means any of the following acts committed with intent to destroy, in whole or in part, a national, ethical, racial or religious group, as such:


(a) Killing members of the group;


(b) Causing serious bodily or mental harm to members of the group


(c) Deliberately inflicting on the group conditions of life calculated to bring about its physical destruction in whole or in part;


(d) Imposing measure intended to prevent births within the group


(e) Forcibly transferring children of the group to another group.

(C)Legal information and analysis: best sources in the International Commission of Jurists

“In order to convict and punish individuals charged with genocide, the UN prosecutor at the ad hoc War Crimes Tribunal most prove intent as a state of mind . The standard of proof in criminal trials against individuals differs from the civil standard applied by the ICJ in reviewing a state’s claim for reparation against another government. In state vs state civil proceedings intent can be deduced from acts without proving a guilty mind. General principles of nations provide a source for the lower standard in civil proceedings. In the U.S., criminal guilt must be established by proof beyond a reasonable doubt while civil liability is baed on a less demanding standard of proof--the preponderance of evidence.”

     
“Ethnic cleansing” is a form of genocide: “both the means and the ends fit the convention’s definition of genocide: “Acts committed with intent to destroy, in whole or in part, a national, ethnical, racial or religious group as such. .. Without question the Genocide convention applies to widespread atrocities that include killing [Muslims] causing them serious bodily or mental harm, deliberately inflicting conditions of life calculated to bring about the group’s physical destruction in whole or in part, and imposing measures intended to prevent births within the group.”


“Military conflict” Not all artime killing amounts to genocide, and both sides have fought viciously. Rival paramilitarie groups have terrorized and expelled civilians when seizing new territory by force. Each side maintains prisons and detention camps, has destroyed religious monuments, and discriminates against adversaries of different ethnic groups. The genocide convention is inapplicable to the undeniable sufering which exists in [Bosnia] because soldiers lack the requisite intent to exterminate people of different ethnicity. The combatant’s intent is to seize terrotory. The Genocide Conventiondoes not apply to forcible deportation from captured towns, and traditional spoil of war.”

(C)Moral:
from Michael Walzer: “Humanitarian intervention is justified when it is a response to acts “that shock the moral conscience of mankind.”.... the reference is to the moral convictions of ordinary men and women, acquired in the course of their everyday activities

from David Scheffer: “These crimes involve issues of morality, national reconciliation, the rule of both domestic and international law, and the deterrence of future atrocities. Lingering on the horizon are rogue horsemen seemingly liberated from the rule of international law; Individuals acting with impunity, sometimes shielded by governments that embrace violations of international humanitarian law, are threats to the peace and security of their own peoples and, inevitably, to the international community.”

(D)Military:
from Kenneth Campbell: “Treating genocide as a Chapter VII violation liable for collective security enforcement would dictate a warfighting strategy, rather than the more benign peacekeeping effort.... Such a clear strategic distinction would also have the critical advantage of constructing an operational “fire-break” between peacekeeping (which relies upon the good-faith invitation of the conflicting parties) and collective security (which recognizes a clear “bad guy” and asks for no invitation... And if a “bad guy” cannot be recognized in a case of genocide, where can one be recognized.”

Conclusion was that a U-function pertained which may mean that change in and of itself it the critical variable and that political structures need to 'keep up' with political demand.

fear of “victim group” (rational, irrational, non-rational)


fear is of the opposing ethnic group itself -- not a legitimate state actor or military unit


communication of fear without control (escalation of rhetoric, rumors, terror)


Modern media either non-functional or in hands of non-professionals


all members of the community involved


non-professional military


‘War-lords” or individuals not centrally controlled


availability of very young men for actual perpetration of crimes


use of cultural prescriptions which keep groups of perpetrators as afraid of peers as they are of enemies


availability of low-tech weapons


availability of untrained but armed individuals and small groups (this is not a large group activity)


availability of a few specialized genocidal units from former military which are efficient killers 


physical environment where individuals and small groups can hide 


victim group availability: facilitated by refugee camps where the percentage of potential victims is high


demonstration effect  -- especially the use of torture and rape -- producing high adrenalin rushes even in those who are not perpetrators


mass hysteria - little reference to fact


no fear of future punishment or retribution -- protection by sheer mass of violence


no law or law enforcement


swiftly moving events -- rate increases not just numbers of events


all foreigners -- especially missionaries, media and aid workers -- expelled or eliminated 

so that the killing can be done in private

high numbers of women and children


feelings of helplessness and futility


no ability to mobilize politically


families separated - often with males is non-traditional military units or as migrant workers


low-tech weapons 


no ‘legitimate’ spokesmen with political access
